Band Instruments and Requirements
Here is a list of instruments to choose from for band next year.  Along with rental, borrowing or ownership of the instruments, students will need to have ACCENT ON ACHIEVEMENT BOOK 1 for their particular instrument. Woodwinds 
--All woodwind instruments require cleaning kits, available at any music store-- 

1. Flute  (10 available spots)
2. Clarinet (require reeds which are about $18 for a pack of ten) (10 available spots)
a.   Clarinetists may eventually learn bass clarinet.  They also make an easy transition to play saxophone)

3. Alto saxophone (require reeds which are about $18 for a pack of ten) (4 available spots)
a. Alto players can eventually learn tenor, baritone, and soprano sax if desired.  Altos also make an easy transition into playing clarinet.
Brass

--All brass instruments require cleaning kits and appropriate valve oils and grease, available at any music store-- 
1. Trumpet (8 available spots)
2. Trombone (8 available spots)
3. Baritone (8 available spots)
4. Tuba is available after one year on baritone or trombone
Percussion 
(At least 2 years of private piano lessons are required for percussion.  Only 4 spots available)


1. Students will need to have a percussion kit with bells and snare drum so they can practice at home.  These may be rented or purchased at local music stores.  Students will use school equipment during band class, so they are only required to bring their sticks, mallets, and music to class each day they have band.
2. Students will be required to have their own drum sticks and set of rubber mallets (between $6-$10 for sticks and $10-15 for mallets), along with a percussion bag of some sort to carry the sticks and mallets.  Also, they will need the Accent On Achievement Combined Percussion Book.   
3. Students will learn a variety of percussion instruments, ranging from snare drum to bells to timpani  

String


1. If a student is already playing a violin or viola they may play in band.  However these instruments will not be available for beginners.  Cello and bass are not allowed due to the classroom size restraints.
