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Mrs. Arther– Room 212
Course Description:  This is a high-level geometry course in which students will learn detailed information regarding geometric terms, postulates, theorems and their proof, inductive and deductive reasoning, and applications of these facts.  The concepts covered include parallel lines, congruent triangles, inequalities in triangles, similarity, right triangles and right triangle trigonometry, quadrilaterals, circles, constructions, perimeter, area, volume, and coordinate geometry.

Schedule: This course will be held before school starting Monday, August 14th.

Cost: This course is in addition to the regular curriculum at St. Charles.  The fee is $440 per student.  This is due NO LATER than Friday, September 1. Homework Assignments:  You will have homework assigned after each class period.  You must complete all homework and SHOW YOUR WORK. Make sure to stay up to date on all assignments, for you never know when I will have a pop homework quiz.  Usually this quiz will only take 5 minutes and contain material from homework the night before.  Each quiz is 10 points.   
Classroom Rules and Procedures:  
1.  Respect for fellow students and the teacher is expected at all times.  Any infringement of this will result in immediate disciplinary action.

2. Everyone has the right to learn; any interference with this process will not be tolerated.

3. Have materials ready when class begins, and you are expected to participate in all activities.

4. Due to the fast pace, you need to get to class ON TIME.
Test Retake Policy: Students may re-take any unit test (no retake on quizzes) for which they would like to improve their score with the following guidelines:
1. Retakes will cover the same objectives but will not be the same as the original test.

2. Retakes may be less questions and/or a different format than the original test.

3. The deadline for retaking a test will be given by Mrs. Arther the day the original test is returned to students.

4. The highest grade will be recorded into the gradebook.

5. Students must sign up to retake a test with Mrs. Arther and complete the retake application.  If the student does not show up to take the test at the agreed upon time, they forfeit the right to retake that particular test and must keep the last grade earned.

6. Retakes may be done during study hall, Wednesday or Friday mornings before school, or an agreed upon time after school with Mrs. Arther.

7. Only students who have completed ALL homework assignments related to the material being tested are eligible for retakes.  Students must also do test corrections on the original test and turn in at least 24 hour prior to the retake test.  Test corrections must be done on a separate sheet of paper and you must show all work and give a written explanation for each problem missed.

8. IT IS THE STUDENTS RESPONSIBILITY TO SIGN UP FOR RETAKES!

If you are absent:

1. Check the website or e-mail me for the assignment.

2. You are responsible for all notes, vocabulary, theorems, etc that was put into our notebooks.

3. Homework assignments must be turned in two days after you are back in school.  Place make-up work in appropriate area.

4. If you miss a test or quiz it must be made up on your own time (during lunch, before or after school).

Required reading:  By Thursday, November 16, 2017 each student must have completed the reading and passed a test, which may be taken after school under the supervision of Mrs. Arther, on the book, Flatland by Edwin A. Abbott (1838-1926).  I have a few copies of the book that can be checked out during the year.  You may not keep the book longer than 2 weeks at a time.  As soon as you finish the book you should come in and take your test.  Don’t wait until the last minute!
